Water waste is the unnecessary or inefficient use of water. It occurs when water is used in
ways that do not maximize its value, such as leaks, overuse or inefficiency. Water waste can
significantly increase your water bill in addition to depleting our water supplies and harming
the environment. During a drought, it's especially important to prevent water waste both
inside and outside your home.
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IDENTIFYING OUTDOOR WATER WASTE

Outdoor water use accounts for 30-60% of total household water demand, making it the biggest opportunity
for both water waste and conservation.

IRRIGATION LEAKS & RUNOFF

Outdoor water waste from leaks and irrigation runoff typically flows into the storm drain. Fixing irrigation
leaks and using the cycle and soak method can prevent runoff and water waste from draining your resources.
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
